Like Arabic, Hebrew text reads from right to left. The Hebrew

alphabet consists of 22 letters, all consonants, though three of

them also represent long vowels.

Vowels are generally only used in religious texts or childrenıs

literature, or to clarify the pronunciation of certain words. They

take the form of accents which are placed under the characters.
